Keep in mind that 20 years ago, (that's how long we've been married) there wasn't such a thing as Facebook, Instagram or any of the current social networks. 
Cecilia had graduated college as a school teacher in the Philippines, but her family was struggling and a school teacher's pay was not enough to help her brothers and sisters through college, so she took a job overseas as a child care provider. Fortunately for me, she had been too busy with college and helping the family survive to date, so at 35 years old I would become her first real date.
