Where to Start...
Your Timeline will be determined by how long you have till your wedding day! Here's some things you should
consider:

UP  TO 3  MONTHS  BEFORE

Write a rough guest list or at least know your numbers

Work out how much you can spend 

Think of your ideal date, month or season 

Look at venues within your budget and guest numbers

Look at venues again! Don't settle. Create a list of what you want

Check availability of registrar / celebrant. Does that match your venue date

Do you need a wedding planner?

Do you need a stylist or are you going to do your decorations?

Take out wedding insurance

Book photographer

Book videographer

Book hair and make up artist

Book a caterer if needed

Do you need accommodation?

Order and send Save the Dates (Send these out no earlier than 10-12 months before)

Do you need to book transport?

Arrange transportation

Shop & order wedding cake

Arrange flowers with your florist or stylist

Dresses / Suits

Choose your menu / have menu tasting

Wedding rings



Where to Start...Continued

Are you asking for wedding gifts?

Bridesmaids / Groomsmen

Give notice of your intent to marriage

Decide on if you are having any readings

Are you having a live musician for your ceremony or do you need to choose songs?

Create a timeline of your day

Are you going on honeymoon?

Book hair trials

Book make up trials

2  TO 3  MONTHS  BEFORE

Dress / Suit fittings

Organise gifts for family and friends

Confirm numbers and suppliers to your venue

Confirm your timeline to your venue / suppliers

Confirm suppliers and take insurance details if you are having a DIY wedding

Organise your drinks 

Chase your RSVPs

Start your table plan

1 MONTH TO GO

Chase those outstanding RSVPs

Amend your table plan and update your venue if needed

Finalise all details with your suppliers

Delegate tasks to your wedding party

Print table names cards

Print reserved seating cards

Do you need a rehearsal?

Have you ordered all of your accessories, both parties

If you have made the decision to do your own decorations, create boxes by area / table

Send music playlists to your venue / choices to DJ

Can you drop items off at the venue or set the venue up

Send your venue inventory

Check in to your accommodation

Take off your engagement ring and put safe

Put together your personal items

Try and get a good nights sleep
